2 The Specialist Tutor’s instructions, disk and printout of tasks must
be sealed in an envelope and handed to the Examinations Secretary
for safe-keeping.

3 The preparation of all examination material must be regarded as strictly
confidential and should be carried out under the supervision of the
Invigilator. No details of the content of the examination may be divulged,
and the Specialist Tutor and Invigilator are asked to sign the Attestation
Form to this effect.

4  All material must be erased from the system and storage medium at the
end of the examination after the completion of all the required printing.
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
